During coaching sessions, participants will be asked to:

Always give their best effort

Have respect and fairness to the coaches and peers alike

Play fairly — no cheating or complaining

Choose their words carefully towards others - encourage and be kind to others
Be kind and considerate

Listen to the coach at all times

Resolve any disagreements or disputes with a calm approach

Accept that coaches will treat all participants fairly and equally

Have fun

If the code is not followed by a participant, the coach may:

e Give a warning

e Give atimeout

e Talk to parents about behaviour and ask the participant to leave
e Cancel and/or decline any future sessions with the participant

R66T Academy Coaches

The R66T Academy coaches undertake a collective responsibility to set a good example and help to
provide a positive and fun environment in which participants can learn and play.

The principles of the R66T Academy Code of Conduct promote, at all times:

e That our participants are safe at all times

We recognise that:

The welfare of the child / young person is paramount, as enshrined in the Children Act 1989

All children regardless of age, disability, gender, racial heritage, religious beliefs, sexual orientation
or identity, have the right to equal protection from all types of harm or abuse

Some children are additionally vulnerable because of the impact of previous experiences, their level
of dependency, communication needs or other issues

Working in partnership with children, young people, their parents, careers and other agencies is
essential in promoting young people's welfare.

We will seek to keep children and young people safe by:

Valuing them, listening to and respecting them

Adopting child protection practices through procedures and a code of conduct for all staff and
volunteers

Providing effective management for staff and volunteers through supervision support and training
Recruiting staff and volunteers safely, ensuring all necessary checks are made

Sharing information about child protection and good practice with children, parents and volunteers
Sharing concerns with agencies who need to know, and involving parents and children appropriately
